Burglary at UUSS-On March 30, 2008, UUSS experienced a break-in and theft. The Main Hall,
Business Office and other areas were broken into during the early morning hours. Our safe was
burglarized (it contained no cash or checks) and some electronic equipment stolen. Several door
jambs and locks were broken.. Our insurance will cover some of the loss after the deductible.
Three important reminders to all, 1) lock doors and windows of rooms after committee
meetings, 2) notify the office if your meeting is cancelled so that the doors will not be left
unlocked for you, and 3) always lock your car in the parking lot and do not leave any valuables
visible in your locked car. Pay attention to your surroundings, especially in the evening as you
leave the church buildings. Be safe! NOTE THAT THE UUSS Office alarm system has been
reactivated and will be operational during non-office hours.
