If you feel you are ready to join a circle,
here are a few ways:

It describes how Circle
members want to relate to each other. You’ll
be asked to agree to this by signing the
Covenant before joining.

* Check the schedule of Circle meetings. See
which ones you could attend and indicate your
first choice, second choice, etc. Leave this
information in the UUSS office or contact

* If you already know a Circle facilitator or
people in a Circle you’d like to join, you can
speak to them about how to join.

* If you have questions or concerns, feel free to
contact Rich Howard, one of the facilitators or
one of the ministers.
